TAX LEVY


Currently, the Town of Farmington does not have a tax levy.  The Town Board discussed at last year’s budget and again this year whether or not to approve a tax levy for 2015.  The Town Board approved no tax levy, but stated due to the cost of road maintenance and the decreasing revenues it will be 


The Town roads are the biggest expense and the continuance to maintain all roads is a financial challenge. For example, if the Town would have had a tax levy:


Levy of $50,000.00 – 0.375 per $1,000 assessed value


Levy of $75,000.00 – 0.562 per $1,000 assessed value


Levy of $100,000.00 – 0.75 per $1,000 assessed value


(Example: A home assessed at $200,000.00 and Town would have a $50,000 tax levy, property owner increase of $75.02).
