(4) Payment of Bills

· County is still looking into road issue regarding seal-coating. Issue was stone did not stick to oil sealer.

· Jefferson County has single-axle trucks for sale.

· Jim found two used rollers both gas for sale. Found out Sullivan has a diesel roller that the Town could possible rent.

· Talked to Atty. Colleen Locke regarding being the Town Attorney.

· Talked to Atty. Macy regarding the Village Fire budget and seemed not interested in pursuing, so will gather information and give to Atty. Locke to look into.

· Jefferson Humane Society picked up a German Shepherd in the Township and keeping it.  The Town will not be billed.
(9) Action to Approve Conditional Use for Stefanie Preisler and Andrew Idzikowski at W3379 Ranch Road to continue operation of an existing grooming facility and boarding kennel for up to 40 dogs.
Ms. Preisler and Mr. Idzikowski both present and stated purchased property and everything will stay as is. Mr./Mrs. Harvey Mann present and stated approval for the new owners.  The reason for this is due to Conditional Uses do not continue with the property, it continues with owners of the property. A motion was made by Emrath to approve Conditional Use for petitioners Stefanie Preisler and Andrew Idzikowski at W3379 Ranch Road for up to 40 dogs, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
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(10) Discussion and Possible Action on allowing ATV's on Town Roads

(11) Discussion and Possible Action to Ditch Issue
Mr. David Staude stated he has been working on the ditches for a couple of years. The Board and Mr. Staude discussed ditches on both sides of Hwy D. The ditch on the west side of Hwy D needs to be open again.  Mr. Staude agreed.  The Board will hold off on involvement and wait to hear back from owners involved. No action taken at this time.
(12) Discussion on Accessibility Audit Report and Plan of Action for the Government Accountability Board
Clerk stated at the February Election an Election Field Supervisor from the GAB came and conducted an on-site accessibility of the Town Hall and found these findings: (1) Pathway to north door has a height over 1/2” which is not level to the parking area. (2)Entrance door does not meet ADA standards. (3)Type D notice not posted by north door. (4)Voting equipment positioned that if someone walked in north door they could see how the voter is marking his/her ballot. Plan of action needs to be submitted to GAB by July 2, 2016.

(13) Discussion and Possible Action on Cemetery mowing between Town of Concord and Town of Farmington
Discussed if the Town of Concord and Town of Farmington alternate mowing at the cemetery.  Clerk will email Town of Concord Clerk if interested.
