(7) Landfill update from Joseph Hackbarth, General Manager for Waste Management
Mr. Joe Hackbarth gave update on the following:

· Slow start for 2025, but will pickup in March.
· Life of landfill 7-9 years.
· Finished the 7.3-acre cell.
· The 13-acre cap was seeded in October and good.
· Blacktop work done on Waldmann Lane.
· Routine maintenance on landfill done.
· Working on County approval on vegetation to be done in July/August.
· Fire issues are the lithium batteries that is mostly causing the fire.
Mr. Hackbarth and Board discussed on education of the lithium batteries and places to take them.  Mr. Hackbarth stated that after completion of landfill they need to maintain for 30 years, which the landfill has been putting monies away for maintaining after.
The Board thanked Mr. Hackbarth for attending and giving update of landfill.

Mr. Tom Poweleit present and stated address location is N6111 and need access to field.  Chairman stated no culvert is needed. After discussion a motion was made by Sukow to approve driveway at N6111 N. Helenville Road for Thomas Poweleit, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.

Chairman and Board discussed the text amendment of changes to language relating to solar and breaks the ordinance down to three categories, accessory, small and large solar energy systems.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve Jefferson County Text Amendment, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
