(1) The Town of Farmington Town Board meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Emrath. Roll call; Chairman Emrath, Supervisor Sukow, Supervisor Weis, Treasurer Nelson, and Clerk Latsch present. Pledge of Allegiance recited; Certification of Compliance with the open meetings law.
(2) Minutes – March 11, 2024, Town Board Meeting
Correction to Supervisor Sukow report change from Helenville Fire to Johnson Creek Fire update.  A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes with correction, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(3) Treasurer’ Report

 A motion was made by Sukow to accept and approve treasurer’s report as given, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 
(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12198 thru #12238 including We Energies heat and electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 50,352.92.  
A motion was made by Weis to approve bills and pay all bills, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.
(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.
(6) Citizen Comment
Ms. Susan Oleniczak wanted the Board to know that she is starting a food truck/commercial kitchen business. The food will be made out of her home, but the food truck will be in Hartland.  Ms. Oleniczak has contacted the building inspector and the County for sign permit.  Board thanked Ms. Oleniczak for the update and wishes her well in her new business.
Mr. Jerry Schmidt questioned regarding the trees being taken down on the corner of Coffee Road and Krenz Road. Chairman explained due to visibility the Town would take down. Mr. Schmidt asked for just trimming back for visibility and not removing.  The Board agreed can do that but if there is still an issue the trees would need to be removed.
Mr. Jim Baneck mentioned pole on fire by Schopen property off Christberg Road & F& J Towline.
Supervisor Weis was notified that a barb wire is across Evergreen Road (Marshall & Donna Herbert property) resident will be contact by Chairman.
Supervisor Weis mentioned concern regarding pot holes on Marsh Road, will fill with recycled blacktop.
(7) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve request from Brian Toczyski to rezone from A-1 to A-3 to create a 2-acre residential building site along Wright Road
Mr. Brian Toczyski present to explain request for building site.  Chairman stated the Plan Commission approved and the Town Board looked at during road inspection.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve 2-acre lot and rezone from A-1 to A-3 along Wright Road, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(8) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve driveway application for Jason & Caroline Schilder at N7026 Saucer Road
Chairman and Board reviewed at road inspection.  A motion was made by Sukow to approve driveway application from Jason & Caroline Schilder at N7026 Saucer Road, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.
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(9) Discussion and Possible Action on road projects
Chairman reviewed road projects starting as follows:
· Wruck Lane-received quote from County at $6,668.13 to do 3” to 4” recycled asphalt grade it out and compact.
· Back Acres Lane-(recycled) grade, water & compact at $9,974.56, which Chairman stated too high.
· Ranch Road-(Farmington Road to CTH D) overlay 2” asphalt at $43,011.18
· Ranch Road-(Switzke Road to CTH X) overlay 2” asphalt at $104,378.59
· Ranch Road-(Switzke Road to gate) overlay 2” asphalt at $5,375.76
After discussion on roads a motion was made by Emrath to approve Ranch Road overlay (Switzke Road to CTH X) and Wruck Lane recycled asphalt for road projects totaling $111,046.72, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0. 
Chairman and Board also discussed Thunder Road seal coating proposal.  The Board will look again at roads and discuss at May Board meeting.
Chairman mentioned trees in cemetery need attention. Jim Baneck knows a service, Over the Top Tree Service and owner Shawn. Cost $125.00 an hour.
After Board discussion a motion was made by Emrath to use Shawn at Over the Top Tree Service to do the cemetery and S Farmington Road, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.
(10) Report-Chair
Chairman Reported on the following:
· Signs have been ordered to post all Town road at 45m.p.h and dead ends at 40m.p.h. Total of 70 signs and ordered from the County at $28.00 per sign
· Johnson Creek Referendum did not pass.
· Salt shed should be done in a week.
