(1) The Town of Farmington Town Board meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Emrath. Roll call; Chairman Emrath, Supervisor Sukow, Supervisor Weis, Treasurer Nelson, and Clerk Latsch present. Pledge of Allegiance recited; Certification of Compliance with the open meetings law.
(2) Minutes – January 8, 2024, Yearend Town Board Meeting
Correction to Item (12) stating the Board discussed Sinissippi Solar project and is not good for economic development and has concerns with loss of ag land. A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes with correction, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(3) Treasurer’ Report

Treasurer Nelson stated Bank of Reeseville CD of $500,000.00 was deposited in the Money Market with interest of $2,613.70.
 A motion was made by Sukow to accept and approve treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 
(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12144 thru #12176 including We Energies heat and electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 683,069.89.  
A motion was made by Weis to approve bills and pay them, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.
(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.
(6) Citizen Comment
Mr. Mark Gruen spoke on the Johnson Creek Referendum for the April Election. Hand out on Tax Impact -The School Board is committed to NOT raising the mill rate for a minimum of 4 years.  The reason is the school is not asking for more money, asking for permission to utilize the money differently. Mr. Gruen explained that when the money is in debt it cannot pay off operating, but if it is in operating it can pay off debt. The goal is to get debt down. The school district already has done cuts, but it is hard due to regulations. Discussion on class sizes, enrollment 4K-12 at 700, requirement to graduate and making debt payment by law.
Chair thanked Mr. Gruen for the updates.
Chief Peterson present to tell Board of resignation from Johnson Creek Fire Department to Fort Atkinson Fire Department. Chief explained engine issues and it was decided to re-frame from 118K to 88K. Also, stated 2% audit is good and the Fire Station opened it doors for safety during the bad weather.
Chair thanked Chief for the updates and the Board expressed will miss you.
Mr. Jim Baneck stated culvert inspection started and posted Switzke Road with flags on top.
(7) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve request from Nick Klein to rezone from A-1 to A-2 to create approx.. 1.1 acre lot (Farm Consolidation) on S. Farmington Road
Mr. Nick Klein present to explain rezone so there is no issue for storing of equipment. Board discussed factor in the future if road gets damaged will be notified. After discussion a motion was made by Sukow to approve rezone from A-1 to A-2 Farm Consolidation on S. Farmington Road for Nick Klein/Michael Klein, seconded by Emrath. Motion carried 3-0.
(8) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve request from Nick Klein for a Conditional Use to allow storage of business equipment on proposed A-2 lot at N4922 S. Farmington Road (Property owned by Michael Klein)
Mr. Nick Klein explained per Zoning need to have a Conditional Use for storage.  A motion was made by Weis to approve Conditional Use for Nick Klein (Property owner Michael Klein), seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(9) Discussion and Possible Action on Clean Sweep Program 2024 Contribution
Board discussed contribution to do the same as last year of $200.00?  A motion was made by Weis to approve the same as last year in the amount of $200.00 for the Clean Sweep Program, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.

Chairman Reported on the following:
· Public Involvement Meeting on 1/15/24 with Engineer for Wright Road Bridge (few attended).
· Meeting on 1/15/24 to approve new building inspector due to Greg Noll resignation letter to the Town. New Inspection Service is Wisconsin Inspection Agency/Thomas Marks and John Moosreiner. 

· Switzke Road posted and looking at posting S. Farmington Road next.
· WTA meeting on January 30th with Brian Udovich explaining the culvert inventory.
· Town Board attended WTA District Meeting on February 3rd for Board of Review certification.
Supervisor Weis spoke on meeting attended on the Sinnissippi Solar Project of 3,000-acres which has been in the works for awhile. The County, Municipality and Developer has joint agreement. The life is 25 years and renews another 25 years for a total of 50 years.  Supervisor Weis also commented on WTA District meeting on the Ag LRIP program which is for larger road projects and if you receive one the municipality has no class restrictions anymore on that road. 
Supervisor Sukow spoke on 2024 Helenville Fire Budget breakdown and stated Fire Chief Ray Madison will be retiring.
