Town Board Meeting Minutes
January 8, 2024
(1) The Town of Farmington Town Board meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Emrath. Roll call; Chairman Emrath, Supervisor Sukow, Supervisor Weis, Treasurer Nelson, and Clerk Latsch present. Pledge of Allegiance recited; Certification of Compliance with the open meetings law.
(2) Minutes – December 21, 2023, Yearend Town Board Meeting
A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes as read, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
(3) Treasurer’ Report
Treasurer Nelson reported receipts totaling $1,168,845.79. Account balances as follows:

Treasurer Nelson stated Bank of Reeseville CD of $500,000.00 renewal date 2/08/24. Also, changed Money Market account to a Perferred Money Market account which will earn more interest.
A motion was made by Sukow to approve treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 
(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12118 thru #12138 including We Energies heat and electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 18,937.66.  
A motion was made by Weis to approve bills and pay them, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.
(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.
(6) Citizen Comment
Chief Petersen from Johnson Creek Fire Department stated down an engine and will need to reframe and talk cost/options.
(7) Update on Landfill from Joseph Hackbarth, General Manager for Waste Management
Mr. Joe Hackbarth spoke on tonnages, volume at landfill, liquid intake goes in same as waste, 2024 cap reducing emissions, large soil project, construction on cell in 2025, received money to cap (Phase 8 end) and received State approval for cell cap process total of 12.9 acres. Mr. Hackbarth stated the retention pond is 20’ deep and life of landfill 9-10 years left.
(8) Discussion on Mike Klein Property at N4921 S. Farmington Road for Business Use
Mr. Mike Klein was upset regarding truck issue from the Town coming to his property with fill (Gallitz and Koplin trucks). Chairman discussed with Mr. Klein the trucks need to come from Hwy 18 and not on Bakertown to S. Farmington Road, which Chairman told Gallitz they need to come in from the shortest way from Hwy 18. The dump trucks are causing damage to the town roads especially on wet days. Chairman also mentioned business on property and Mr. Klein should contact County on Conditional Use.
(9) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve New Building Inspector
Chairman explained the Town lost building inspector Greg Noll and will need to hire a new building inspector. Chairman stated the Town received two proposals from inspectors and are present to introduce themselves. Mr. Mike Sindorf and Mr. Jared Thiede stated the company is Municipal Inspectors, LLC and provide same service as the previous inspector did. Mr. John Moosreiner and Mr. Thomas Marks stated they have other municipalities adjacent to Farmington and provide same service as the previous inspector did. Due to short notice the Board did not have time to review the two proposals. The Board will review both. Chaiman thanked both for coming. 
(10) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve 6-month license for Wisteria Castle at N7040 Saucer Drive
Mr. Paul Elliot present and explained everything was going well at the Castle. Clerk stated fees have been paid. A motion was made by Emrath to approve the 6-month temporary license for Wisteria Castle, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0.
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(11) Discussion and Review on Green Box Site prices for disposal on TV’s and tires
Board discussed cost increases on disposals of TV’s and tires and should change to balance out. After discussion, a motion was made by Emrath to increase from $5.00 to $8.00 per tire disposal and increase from $25.00 to $35.00 for all TV’s and Computer monitors, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0.
(12) Discussion on Sinnissippi Solar Project on permitting process – Meeting scheduled for Thursday, January 25th @ 9:00a.m. at Jefferson Courthouse Room C1021.
Chairman stated he will not be able to attend. Supervisor Weis will attend. Board discussed is this good for economic development and concerns with loss of ag land.
