A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes as read, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Sukow to approve treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 

(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12504 through #12527 including We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 93,055.94. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve and pay bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.

Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.

(6) Citizen Comment
Mr. Jody Schuette commented on the upgrade for Town’s internet and website hosting (possible change to website name to townoffarmington.gov). Also, upgraded Town’s Clerk and Treasurer computers to Windows 11.  Thank you!!
Mr. Jim Baneck commented on plowing issue to River Park Drive came from front blade not the wing and dumping trash issue on Krenz Road and River Drive (west of Hwy Y). 
(7) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve Jefferson County Clean Sweep Program 2025 Donation
Town Board discussed program and asked Clerk what was given last year ($200.00). A motion was made by Weis to approve the Clean Sweep Program donation in the amount of $200.00, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.

(8) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve petition request by Yupeng Xiong to rezone from A-1 to A-3 approximately 2.8-acres around the house and outbuildings at N6319 Hilltop Lane.
The brother of Yupeng Xiong spoke regarding petition stating they want to keep land for farming and rezone 2.8 acres, which includes all buildings. Board discussed prime land, acreage, maturity of land/tress and zoning has authority for approval or denial.  Chair stated the Plan Commission did approve for recommendation. After discussion a motion was made by Emrath to approve request from Yupeng Xiong to rezone from A-1 to A-3 for 2.8-acre split with buildings, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 2-1. 
(9) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve new Town Attorney
Chairman stated received notification that Atty. Larson is not doing Town government anymore.  Chairman reached out to Atty. Andrew Griggs that was the Town’s past attorney if interested and stated he would represent the Town.  A motion was made by Emrath to approve Atty. Andrew Griggs from Neuberger, Griggs, Sweet & Froehle LLP in Watertown, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
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(10) Discussion on non-compliance for the 2025 Assessment Year
Chairman stated the Town has received letter of non-compliance which means the assess of each major class of property must be within 10 percent of the full value for the 2025 assessment year. The Town’s current Residential is at 57.82 and Undeveloped at 64.20 per Department of Revenue.  Clerk noted that the assessment has been started and will need to adjourn to a later date for Board of Review due to equalized values from the Department of Revenue is not published until August 15th or after.  The Town will probably have Board of Review in September or October.

(11) Report-Chair
Chairman Reported on the following:

· Johnson Creek Fire Department – February Fire report had total of 120 calls for the month with 3 calls for Town of Farmington.
· LRIP cost savings received for $9,475.47 for March Road reconditioning.
