(1) The Town of Farmington Town Board meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Emrath. Roll call; Chairman Emrath, Supervisor Sukow, Supervisor Weis, Treasurer Nelson and Clerk Latsch present. Pledge of Allegiance recited; Certification of Compliance with the open meetings law.

(2) Minutes –March 10, 2025 Town Board Meeting.
A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes as read, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was made by Sukow to approve and accept treasurer’s report as given, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 

(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12528-#12530(voided) #12531 - #12571 including We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 36,613.86. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve and pay bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.

(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.

(6) Citizen Comment
Ms. Libby Hafften, Jefferson County Supervisor District #11present and stated that Hwy D construction started today from Hwy 18 to Hwy 106.
Mr. Jody Schuette stated that ADA compliance law coming into effect and noted some updates on Town TV.

Mr. Jim Baneck mentioned that he attended the Swerve Implement class on April 9th which was good on safety and maintenance.

(7) Action to approve temporary Class “B” / “Class B” retailer license for Farmington Baseball U.A. for May 1, 2025 – October 1, 2025 
A motion was made by Weis to approve the Farmington Baseball U.A. for temporary license as stated, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

(8) Action to approve operator licenses for Farmington Baseball U.A. season for Kari Roth, Arnie Winkelman, Fred Lamp, Christopher Kruesel, Tyler Buss and Katelyn Broedlow
A motion was made by Emrath to approve operator licenses for Farmington Baseball U.A. as stated with Katelyn Broedlow providing beverage server course, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried.
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(9) Discussion and possible action to approve regarding Wright Road guard rails

Mr. Chris Blum from SEH present to discuss and handed out plan sheet of Wright Road bridge project, noted that beam guards are not required by DOT if under 400 cars per day.  Discussion on special grading for the slopes, safety and protecting parapet. The design rate cost is 80/20.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve and install guard rails for Wright Road Bridge, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.  Mr. Blum mentioned everything is on schedule and looking good.  Board thank Mr. Blum for attending.
(10) Discussion and possible action to delegate the authority for burn bans in the township to fire chief(s) or to maintain own town authority by town board or chairman
Chairman stated this was an email received regarding authority on burn bans and would like the Board input.  After some discussion Chairman noted currently it is up to the Town Chairman and Board agreed to stay that way.
(11) Discussion and action to approve request of monies for UTV upgrade from the Jefferson Fire Department

Chairman and Board discussed upgrade of UTV, currently the fire department has a 2013 Polaris 900 Ranger and will be traded in.  The Fire Department will be purchasing from Rob’s Performance Sports, which will be purchased with a discount. The new UTV will be equipped with extra hand side basket for human transport, new brush guard and winch.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve $2,000.00 for new UTV for the Jefferson Fire Department, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(12) Discussion and action to approve Associated Appraisal Contract for Maintenance and Assessment Services

Chairman stated Maintenance and Assessment contract both needs to be approved. The contract is for the monthly services Associated provides for 5 years and the Addendum A (Additional scope of services) is for the market update revaluation during the 2025 assessment year in the amount of $20,000.00.  A motion was made by Emrath to approve the Maintenance and Assessment contract for monthly service and revaluation service for 2025. Seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.
(13) Action to Approve Resolution 2025-01 recognizing and extending appreciation to election poll workers

Chairman asked Clerk to read Resolution 2025-01 for recognizing past election poll workers.  A motion was made by Emrath to approve Resolution 2025-01, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(14) Report-Chair
Chairman Reported on the following:

· Road Inspection done with Marsh Road will be done this year and low area will be done on Maple Lane and will be crack filling on a few roads.
· Many trees down and Jim has been getting calls. If needed for tree removal will contact service(Over the Top Tree Service/Shawn Schoenicke) for the Town.

· Corner of Hwy B and Christberg Road trees need to be cut back for visual-County or Darryl will take care of.

· WTA District leader Sharon Leair will be retiring and on July 29th WTA meeting at Bennett Barn in Town of Milford will have acknowledgment of this.

· Plan Commission will be on Wednesday, April 30th to hear three petitions.

· Johnson Creek Fire Department – March Fire report had total of 48 calls for the month with 4 calls for Town of Farmington.
