A motion was made by Sukow to approve treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 

Treasurer Nelson stated CD at Bank Five Nine coming due May 18th at 5.2% totaling $410,381.01.  Board agreed to reinvest CD.
(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12572 - #12599 including We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 25,068.16. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve and pay bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.

Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.

(6) Citizen Comment
Ms. Gail Maron questioned website updates and Mr. Jody Schuette answered. 

Supervisor Weis asked Chairman regarding David Morris property, which Chairman read violation letter. Mr. Dale Naatz questioned the property on Switzke regarding a lot of salvage material (Gilmore).

(7) Discussion and possible Action to Approve petition request by Immanuel Ev. Lutheran Church to rezone A-1 to A-2 to create a 3-acre lot to allow for a new childcare facility next to W4096 County Road B (Property is owned by Dane Hartwig)
Mr. Jim Buege gave update on purpose for daycare to close a void in childcare, which benefits the community. The daycare would be a combination of educational and spiritual needs.  As for traffic a deceleration lane and a one way in and one way out would be planned for safety.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve creation of 3-acres for a lot on Hwy B next to W4096, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
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(8) Discussion and possible Action to Approve petition request by Brian and Jennifer Statz to rezone A-1 to N to create a 2.6-acre lot across from W3262 Koschnick Road
Chairman stated this is a Natural Resource split without buildings, which is not allowed.  A motion was made by Weis to approve Natural Resource zone (Lot 4) of 2.6-acres, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried.

(9) Discussion and possible Action to Approve request by Brian and Jennifer Statz to create three 2-acre lots across from W3262 Koschnick Road

Chairman and Board discussed slopes on Lot 1 and clustering.  A motion was made by Sukow to approve three 2-acre lots for Brian and Jennifer Statz located across from W3262 Koschnick Road, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.  
Correction: (9) Brian and Jennifer Statz to create three 2-acre lots across from W3262 Koschnick Road to include Town questioned slopes and stipulation on Lot#1 that the slopes need to meet County rules before approval.
(10) Discussion and possible Action to Approve petition request by Michael and Gail Maron to rezone   A-1 to A-3 to create a 5-acre farm consolidation
Chairman and Board discussed the acreage for a farm consolidation.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve 5-acre farm consolidation for Mike and Gail Maron from A-1 to A-3 at W3568 Ranch Road, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(11) Discussion and possible Action to Approve petition request by Michael and Gail Maron to rezone to create two 1-acre residential lots at W3568 Ranch Road
Chairman and Board discussed location and driveway access.  After discussion a motion was made by Sukow to approve two 1-acre lots for Michael and Gail Maron at W3568 Ranch Road, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.
(12) Discussion and possible Action to Approve road work for Christberg Road
Chairman stated calculation received from County incorrect and will need to contact again.  Tabled until next meeting.  No action taken.
