Town Board Meeting Minutes
October 13, 2025
(1) The Town of Farmington Town Board meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Emrath. Roll call; Chairman Emrath, Supervisor Sukow, Supervisor Weis, Treasurer Nelson and Clerk Latsch present. Pledge of Allegiance recited; Certification of Compliance with the open meetings law.

(2) Minutes –September 8, 2025 Town Board Meeting
A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes as given, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

(3) Treasurer’ Report
Treasurer Nelson Treasurer reported with receipts totaling $ 4,015.33.    Account balances as follows:

A motion was made by Sukow to accept treasurer’s report as given, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 

(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12690 - #12713 including We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 35,246.94. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve and pay bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.

(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.

(6) Citizen Comment
Mr. Jody Schutte asked the Board for photos for the website and history photos.  Also, handed out an optimized newsletter for thoughts.  Mr. Marc Beltmann commented on the Johnson Creek Public Hearing that was at 5:00p.m. regarding the development off Waldmann Lane and will email information to forward to Town’s Attorney.  It was also mentioned that no traffic study or impact study has been done on this development.
(7) Discussion and possible Action to Approve Johnson Creek Fire budget for 2026
Chairman stated board attended the Johnson Creek budget meeting and noted the increase in fire service by 7,000.00.  After discussion by board a motion was made by Sukow to approve the 2026 fire budget for Johnson Creek in the amount of $128,544.14, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.

(8) Discussion and possible Action to Approve Helenville Fire and Rescue budget for 2026
Mr. DuWayne Hunt and Mr. Gary Gunderson present to give update. Currently, six people in school and one will be going.  Repair to trucks increased due to DOT regulations. The 2026 budget increased by 18,528.19.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve the Helenville Fire and Rescue budget in the amount of $47,648.26 for 2026, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.

(9) Discussion and possible Action to Approve Jefferson Fire budget for 2026
Chairman stated received estimated budget from Chief Wegner in the amount of $ 14,147.00 for the Town of Farmington, which is approximately 4,400.00 increase from 2025. After discussion a motion was made by Sukow to approve the Jefferson Fire budget as given, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.
(10) Discussion and possible Action to Approve driveway application for the Sigma Group Inc. on Old Hwy 26
Chairman explained property purchased for development with new driveway south of Crossroad Way behind JC Outlet Mall.  Location is good with visibility.  A motion was made by Weis to approve driveway application request from Sigma Group, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
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(11) Discussion and possible Action to Approve proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendment on Accessory Dwelling Units.
Chairman stated the amendment would increase density without sacrificing acreage of farmland and keeping agricultural to the County plan.  After discussion by Board a motion was made by Weis to approve the Zoning Ordinance Amendment as discussed on accessory dwelling units, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(12) Discussion on Junction Road

Chairman explained that the Town of Aztalan Town Chairman reached out to him stating that the Town of Aztalan will be redoing Junction Road next year and if the Town of Farmington would be in favor to help with this road project.  The Board all agreed in favor on Junction Road project.
(13) Discussion and Action to Approve Resolution 2025-02 Adopting the Jefferson County Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan 2025-2029.

Clerk stated received email from the Jefferson County Emergency Management asking for support from Towns to help the County’s Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan in the event of a natural disaster that the County can improve plans and trainings to help be more prepared.  A motion was made by Weis to approve Resolution 2025-02 as stated, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.

(14) Report-Chair
Chairman Reported on the following:

· Received complaints from neighbors regarding Hwy Y mini storage violation.

· Johnson Creek fire calls in August total of 73 calls with 5 in Town and September total of 77 call with 6 in Town.
· SEH stated the Town needs to borrow right-a-way easement for construction at that time.

· Sinnissippi Solar sounds like a go with construction starting summer of 2027 and done in 2028.  Approximately, 3,000 acreage includes all townships.  The Town looking at 50K – 60K in revenue per year.
(15) Zoning: Building Permits and other Zoning Related Correspondence

Chairman stated received revised map for Dale and Jacqueline Naatz at N7233 Shade Road as stated last month in minutes that the County postponed for redesign of lot off Saucer Road not Shade Road.  The Board reviewed with no objection to change. A motion was made by Weis to approve revised map of lot for redesign, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
