(1) The Town of Farmington Town Board meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. by Chairman Emrath. Roll call; Chairman Emrath, Supervisor Sukow, Supervisor Weis, Treasurer Nelson and Clerk Latsch present. Pledge of Allegiance recited; Certification of Compliance with the open meetings law.

(2) Minutes –October 13, 2025 Town Board Meeting
A motion was made by Weis to approve minutes as read, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

(3) Treasurer’ Report

Treasurer Nelson stated to reinvest CD to the Bank of Reeseville at 4% for 6 months with the amount of $500,000.00.
A motion was made by Sukow to accept treasurer’s report as given and to approve new CD with the Bank of Reeseville, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 

(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12714 - #12738 including We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 28,162.39. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve and pay bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.

(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.

(6) Citizen Comment
County Supervisor Libby Hafften stated the main focus is on the budget and the County votes this Wednesday.  Also, stated that the County is selling the last of land that the County owns. 

Residents of surrounding address of N6147 County Y spoke on the situation going on such as:

· Lighting is bright
· Hours of operation of storage facility
· Replacement of green space – gravel everywhere
· Drainage of water

· Outdoor storage all over
· Damage and wrecked vehicles looking like a junk yard
· RVs on property being lived in

· Zoning laws

· Safety concern

Chairman thanked everyone for their comments.
(7) Discussion and possible Action to Approve petition request by Wendt Property Management LLC to rezone from A-1 to create a lot with 1-acre, A-3 zone, and a 1.87-acre NR zone for a total lot size of 2.87-acres across from N7015 Shade Road
Chairman mentioned that the Plan Commission approved the 1-acre split but did not approve the 1.87-acre NR zone to make the lot bigger.  The Board discussed it is somewhat of a loop hole to get a bigger lot to make it look good for buyers.  Mr. Mike Wendt present and understood what the Board stated and he would remove the 1.87-acre NR and noting that the 1-acre is clustering with other property across road.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve the 1-acre split on Shade Road for Wendt Property Management, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
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(8) Discussion and possible Action to Approve request from Tyler Beaumont to rezone 1-acre from A-3 to A-2 lot 1 on Coffee Road located south of N6304 Coffee Road
Mr. Tyle Beaumont present stating he has a concrete business and would like to place a 60x80 shop for his business for storage only, has 5 employees and would be storing materials and equipment in building.  The Town Board asked if residential building would be going up or only the shop? Stating the shop only for now.  Board agreed setting precedent on having only shop with no sanitary permit since he has employees.  After discussion a motion was made by Emrath not to approve rezone until Tyler Beaumont applies for a sanitary permit for the property, seconded by Weis.  Motion carried 3-0.

(9) Discussion and possible Action to Approve request from Tyler Beaumont for Conditional Use to allow for a Concrete & Masonry business located south of N6304 Coffee Road
Chairman stated the need for Tyler Beaumont to apply for a sanitary permit first before proceeding.

No action taken by Board.
(10) Discussion and possible Action to Approve request from Blackwell Enterprise LLC to update current Conditional Use for self-storage facility in A-2 zone at N6147 County Road Y
Chairman stated no one present. The Board concerns is to have violation corrected first and provide a storm water plan for retention/drainage and provide hours of operation.  Board stated there are complaints on lighting and if it can be changed.  A motion was made by Weis due to violation not to approve Conditional Use and to pursue final complaints on the property to Jefferson County Zoning, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.
(11) Report-Chair
Chairman Reported on the following:

· Will be working with Town of Aztalan for road work on Junction Road.

· Non-Compliance with Department of Revenue letter received, due to BOR being late the information did not get received before the end of October and that is the reason for the letter.  All good.
· Road mowing will be done by Wednesday.
· Update on landfill that the term will be 7-9 years left.

· Town of Jefferson approved the Helenville budget.
