(7) Updates on landfill from new manager, Kyle Badtke
Mr. Badtke updated he has been with Waste Management 13 years and since August at Johnson Creek facility.  Currently, there are no issues with DNR inspections and if anyone has concerns with landfill to contact him. Questions asked regarding life span, which Mr. Badtke stated about 8-9 years and there are no more cells to be developed at this location.  Also, the natural gas engines will remain there for about 25-30 years after close.  Tours are available.
