(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12814 - #12842 including We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, Kwik Trip, Wisconsin Municipal Clerk Association, TDS Telecom, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 663,996.02. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.

(6) Citizen Comment
Jim Baneck mentioned salt good for Town that the County is storing if Town needs it.

(7) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve petition request by David & Karen Christian Family Farms LLC to rezone from A-1 to A-3 to create a 2.265-acre residential lot across from N7288 Ceasar Road
Mr. David Christian present to explain his plan is to build new home.  Chairman stated Plan Commission approved. There was mention of concern in the future regarding snowplow turn around and mowing at area, will revisit when time comes.  After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve rezone to create a 2.265-acre lot for David and Karen Christian, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(8) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve driveway application from Todd Nelson at N6840 Old Hwy 26
Chairman stated cones were placed and Board members reviewed. Mr. Todd Nelson present and stated plans for building office warehouse buildings which will be good use for the property. It will be approximately 1100sq.ft. with a 10’x10’ office. The Village has ordinance for lighting so lights will be by Village’s regulations which will be wall packs not flood lights and hours of operation will be open all the time.  There will be no outside storage. After discussion a motion was made by Sukow to approve driveway application for Todd Nelson at N6840 Old Hwy 26, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0.
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(9) Discussion and possible Action to Approve 2026 Clean Sweep Contribution

A motion was made by Weis to approve $200.00 contribution to the Clean Sweep Program, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.
(10) Discussion and Possible Action to Approve request from Blackwell Enterprise LLC to update current Conditional Use for self-storage facility in an A-2 zone at N6147 Hwy Y

Chairman stated this item has been tabled for the last couple meetings because Board has had questions and no one present to answer. The Blackwell’s present to answer questions now.  Chairman explained that there have been complaints regarding lighting and campers being lived in. Ms. Blackwell explained that they have owned since April 2025 and have resolved campers being lived and plan on putting security camera up at entrance.  Chairman stated he spoke to County Zoning and looking at the last Conditional Use for this property, it has items on the Conditional Use that need to be addressed such as green space, retention pond and storm water management plan? Ms. Blackwell stated she was not aware of these items and the lighting can be adjusted.  Chairman and Board agreed that the Blackwell’s check with County Zoning and revisit the last Conditional Use and resolve items and come back with resolution.
