A motion was made by Sukow to accept and approve report as given, seconded by Weis. Motion carried 3-0. 

(4) Payment of Bills
Checks #12864 - #12896 including EFT’s for We Energies Electric, We Energies Street lighting, Kwik Trip, TDS Telecom, Ring Central, UW-Ext class, Instant Inn, Intuit Software, State withholding and Federal withholding in the amount of $ 26,820.53. 
A motion was made by Weis to approve and pay bills as presented, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

Clerk is instructed to pay all bills reviewed and approved.
(5) Jefferson County Sheriff Department (Question/Answer)
Chairman stated if Sheriff or/Deputy arrives will insert at that time.

(6) Citizen Comment
Mr. Jody Schutte mentioned Facebook doing well and posting on the history of Farmington, check it out! The website is also doing very well.  Mr. Jim Baneck stated went to class at Serwe and complimented Board on working well together which at the class noted other townships do not.
Mr. Charlie Jr. Wright and Ms. Lydia Sanchez asked on the Wright Road project, which land owners received letter from Gruber Consulting. Chairman gave information on the process regarding the right-a-way easements.
(7) Discussion and possible action on road projects to be worked on

Chairman stated road inspection done on April 4th and noted the roads need work such as Switzke, Saucer and S. Farmington Roads.  Chairman mentioned will be posting roads when County starts Hwy P and Hwy D road work.
Chairman received information from County on road projects the Board reviewed.  Projects as follows:

· Switzke Road (Staude Lane to the town line) $88,566.63

· Saucer Road (Town of Watertown of pay half) $70,652.38
· S. Farmington Road $264,993.04 (Bakertown Road to the town line)

After discussion by Board a motion was made by Weis to approve Saucer Road, provided that the Town of Watertown pay half cost, seconded by Sukow. Motion carried 3-0.

After discussion by Board a motion was made by Weis to approve Switzke Road from Staude Lane to the town line, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0.

After discussion the Board tabled at this time S. Farmington Road due to cost.
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Chairman stated Wright Road temporary right-a-way for the bridge project to Board. After discussion a motion was made by Weis to approve the temporary right-a-way for Wright Road property owners in the amount of $500.00, seconded by Sukow.  Motion carried 3-0. 

Chairman stated Mr. Todd Berger needed to adjust the 3-acre farm consolidation due to TDS wires.  The Board foresees no problem and still will be a 3-acre farm consolidation split.

(8) Report-Chair
Chairman Reported on the following:

· Received email from Matt Zangl, County Zoning on the mini warehouse on Hwy Y not finalized yet.
· Big hole, road collapsed on S. Farmington Road fixed with gravel and crushed blacktop.

· Start date on Wright Road project June 16, 2027 – August 22, 2027.

· Working on roads that need attention now and do more as needed.
